HYER CAFETERIA NEWS

Visitor and Birthday Policy

Hyer will have tables inside as well as outside,
in Balto's Courtyard, if you would like to have
lunch with your student during their lunch
period. We ask that you wait until
September 12 to join your child for lunch
so our students have an opportunity to
learn the procedures in our cafeteria and
connect with their classmates and new friends. If your child has a birthday
before September 12, we are happy to make an exception so you can join
him/her for lunch on his/her birthday.

Please remember that Kindergarten through 3rd grade students can invite
ONE student friend to have lunch with them and their parent guest. Fourth
graders may invite TWO student friends to join them for lunch. Please adhere
to these guidelines so as not to cause hurt feelings.

We celebrate every child’s birthday with special recognition on the

morning announcements and in the classroom. Because of food allergies and
nutritional guidelines, parents are asked not to bring birthday treats to distribute
to other students in the class, either in the classroom or in the cafeteria.

Lunch Selection and Menu Options

Students in grades Kindergarten and 1st will have the option to buy either a hot
or cold lunch each day. Students in grades 2nd - 4th will have the option to
purchase items a la carte. Meat, vegetables, salads, sandwiches, fruits, milk,
and juices are available each day.

About 15 minutes after the beginning of the lunch period, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th
grade students are allowed to purchase ice cream for dessert. Kindergarten
and 1st grade students are allowed to purchase ice cream for dessert on
Fridays only. Second grade students can purchase ice cream on Tuesdays and
Thursdays. Third and fourth grade students may purchase ice cream on
Tuesdays, Thursdays and Fridays.

Payment

Cash will not be accepted in the cafeteria at this time. Please ensure that you
have added funds to your child’s account before the first day of school on
Wednesday, August 17. Funds can either be added electronically through
Skyward, or by delivering a check made out to "Hyer Elementary" to the Hyer
office. Checks must be in an envelope addressed to Lorena Escobedo with
your child's name on it.

How to electronically add funds to your student’s lunch account:

1. Log into eFunds for Schools using your Skyward login information.

2. Click “Fund Lunch” under the “Make a Payment” tab. First-time users will
be required to enter payment information.

3. Select the student whose account you wish to fund and follow the step-
by-step instructions to make a payment.

4. Click "Submit" and wait for confirmation.

We suggest you enable account balance notifications so that you are aware
when your student’s balance is running low. You may also automatically
replenish your student’s balance. Please click “Low Meal Balance Settings”
under “Payment Settings” and follow the steps to complete the process.

Hyer cafeteria staff and administration do not have access to your Skyward
passwords or financial information. Should you need to reset your password,
please click HERE to access the Skyward login page.
